Subsequently, Ms. Dai’s health was quickly
restored. This recovery became the inspiration for her to open her Family’s
private collection to the public, something that was only the domain of the Dai
family and a privileged few. Through the ‘National Treasures of China’
exhibition, they hope as many people as possible may be touched by the
sublime and transcendental beauty of Traditional Chinese Art and Culture.
